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Dear Coaches,
Enclosed you will find the registration forms for the 2010 Alabama Scholastic Challenge and a copy of the updated rules for 2010.  There has been some confusion about how much you pay for high school competition, so let me try to clarify.  For High School, if you are entering a team in only one category, the fee is $50 plus $15 for each coach’s membership.  It does not matter if that one team is a regular varsity, small school, or junior varsity; the fee is still $50.  If you qualify for more than one category and desire to enter a team in a second or third category, you pay an additional fee of $25 per category.  Each coach’s membership fee is paid only once.  This means that if you entered a team in the regular high school competition and the junior varsity division you would pay:  $50 + $25 = $75 plus your coach’s membership fee of $15.  Remember, to qualify for the Small School Tournament, you must be a public non-magnet 1A, 2A, or 3A school.  The Junior Varsity tournament is limited to 9th and 10th grade players from any size public or private school.  A student may compete on both your regular and your Small School or Junior Varsity teams.
Please be sure to read the rules and pay special attention to Rule #3.  There was a modification to this rule passed at the conference earlier this month.  This was done to help ensure more evenly divided pools at regional and state levels.  

Questions Galore will once again be the provider for the Middle School and Small School/JV tournaments.  The Mallet Assembly at the University of Alabama will be the provider for the High School tournament.  They do not have any practice materials that you can purchase, but the ASCA questions provided by Jim Garrick for 2008 and 2009 would be a great resource for practice and can be purchased from ASCA for $40 per year.  That is 27 rounds for $40, a bargain!

If you register for a competition and for some reason are unable to attend, please let the site director or tournament director know at least one week prior to the tournament.  Also, if you attend a tournament, your team should stay until tournament play is completed.  When a team leaves a competition before all rounds have been played, it creates a very unbalanced and unfair situation for the other teams.  Give the dates to your players now so that they may plan accordingly.  We look forward to some excellent competitions this year and hope you will contact us if you have any questions or concerns.
